1. Report on Sugar Shack festival at NDSS (February)

2. Report on our CPF Skating Event (January 31)/future events.
· Good attendance and good fun. We raised about $120. Cost was about $300, but it was good as advertising. We had families attend also from non FI schools. Had discussion re holding another one or two next year. Decided to keep it to one in winter 2012.

4. Bursary:

· Discussion re request to reinstate our bursary given to a graduating FI or Core French student. Janice says now the minimum amount is $500. This amount seems too much given our funds.  Perhaps CPF provincial or national could help match our contribution. 

Action: Peter will look into SD68 scholarship minimums.

5. French Immersion Review

· The scope and terms of references have been set and they have hired a consultant whose timeline is tight – should be completed by end of May. Peter said he thinks we will be included in the consultations. Ginny and Janice said they met with the Davis Rd. PAC President, Karen, and they discussed common concerns re the review and agreed that an email should be sent to trustees asking for the scope of the review to be larger than just addressing facilities (bums in seats) issues. We agreed we need to see the terms of the scope of the review.
Action: Sylvia will follow up on the fall letter sent, drafting a new letter (for approval by all present at this meeting) reminding that CPF would like to be part of the consultation process and that we want to ensure that the review is a true program review. This letter will go to all trustees and will be ccd to all FPAC members.
