1. Motion to establish the “Nanaimo-Ladysmith Chapter of CPF”

· Virginia made the above motion. Kelly seconded it, and all were in favour.
2. Motion to adopt the Nanaimo-Ladysmith Bylaws as written
· Sylvia made the above motion. Virginia seconded and following discussion there were two amendments as follows:
· amendment 6.12: change from “Notice of a meeting of the Chapter Executives shall be conveyed or delivered at least fourteen (14) days before the day of the meeting” to “Notice of a meeting of the Chapter Executives shall be conveyed or delivered at least seven (7) days before the day of the meeting.”
· this amendment was moved by Wendy, seconded by Janis and all were in favour.
· amendment 6.15b:  change from “the President presides at all meetings of the Voting Members and of the Chapter Executives”  to “the President or his/her delegate from the executive presides at all meetings of the Voting Members and of the Chapter Executives”

· this amendment was moved by Wendy, seconded by Jennifer and all were in favour.

· Christine moved to adopt the Nanaimo-Ladysmith Bylaws as amended. Kim seconded the motion and all were in favour.
3. Discussion regarding priority list for next year

· There was general discussion about what the chapter’s priorities could be. These included the following, not in priority order:

act as a cohesive lobby group, raise visibility of French Immersion and Core French, advocate for a Late Immersion program, provide socio-cultural events, inform parents of provincial and national CPF opportunities, support parents, connect with Francophone community, connect with Métis community, advocate for recruiting more French teachers
It was decided that decisions re priorities would be made at subsequent meetings.

· There was discussion as to whether to hold a fun socio-cultural event before the end of this school year. One suggestion was to celebrate St. Jean Baptiste Day (June 24), either in conjunction with the Francophone Society or as a CPF event. This will be discussed further at the next meeting.

· As well, participation in the Olympic torch relay in Nanaimo (October 31) is another event possibility.

· Glyn pointed out that a CPF chapter representative usually sits on a district’s French advisory committee. 

· Anita reminded us that we are committed to giving out a $100 scholarship to a graduating grade 12 student this year and that we have done so for many years in the past.
