Natasha will try again to convince parks and leisure to take over the French summer camp for next year. Natasha reported that we received the socio-cultural grant again.
6. Verbathon – Katherine reported that the date for Verbathon has been confirmed with Emmanuel.  The metals are $5.32 (including tax) each and must be purchased from Emmanuel.  T-shirts are $15.00 each. 
7. French Film Festival – Lisa reported that The ACT has been booked for March 15th & 16th.  Lisa asked about insurance for this event.
