CPF - French-language Summer Camp  
 
Canadian Parents for French – BC & Yukon, in collaboration with the Vancouver Board of 
Education, will run a French-language summer camp for three weeks starting Tuesday, July 5 - 22 
at Lord Tennyson Elementary School, Monday to Friday from 11:45 to 15:30. The camp is geared 
towards children entering French immersion in Grade 1 without prior or little knowledge of French. 
The play-based activities, led by three monitors and one head monitor, will prepare young children 
to enter Grade one with a grounding in French sufficient to the needs of their age and grade.  

The fee is $110 per child per week, for a total of $330 per child for the entire three weeks of the 
camp. A waiting list may be compiled for parents interested in a second three-week long camp, 
running from July 25 to August 12 but with a different schedule. For information and registration,
