Background description of what is requested

Of Canadian Parents for French BC & Yukon
Canadian Parents for French BC & Yukon is a not-for-profit, parent-led organization registered in British Columbia, dedicated to the promotion and creation of French-second-language learning opportunities for young Canadians. These opportunities include socio-cultural events organized at the local community level by CPF Chapters throughout BC & Yukon or at the provincial/territorial level by the CPF Branch office in Vancouver.

Of the context in which the product or service will be used
One Branch-led activity is a French immersion weekend called Rencontre française, now in its 21st year. Rencontre Française is a weekend camp for children in French immersion grades six, seven and eight.  It is a unique opportunity for children to meet their peers from across BC and Yukon, and to explore a variety of activities - from drama and dance to cooking and sports - all in French
.  

Statement of need

Canadian Parents for French BC & Yukon is seeking a third party to organize Rencontre française for the 2010-2011 school year.
Requirements

This immersion camp usually welcomes 150 or more children from across BC to Simon Fraser University in Burnaby in May (after the provincial finals of another CPF Branch-led event, Concours d’art oratoire, at the begining of the month and never on the Victoria Day weekend). They arrive Friday afternoon and leave Sunday morning or afternoon. During that time, French is the only language of communication between camp monitors, presenters and themselves. Facility operators and support staff are not required to speak French, however. All activities (cultural, sport and social) must be conducted in French by French language speakers. All content must be in French as well. For example, if the weekend program includes a dance, then the music must feature French language lyrics and Francophone performers. In addition, all activities and content must be age appropriate. 

Camp attendees are met at their points of arrival (airport, ferry terminal, bus station, etc.) if their parents cannot escort them directly to the event site. The same requirement holds for their departure. Attendees must be sheltered and fed over the weekend, with food allergies noted and accommodated. A sufficient number of French speaking camp monitors and presenters (i.e. activity leaders) must be available to offer a number of interesting activities. Facilities must be easily accessible and lend themselves to the planned activities. 
Registration is limited to individuals, families or schools with a current CPF membership. Group bookings are accepted. Last year, the registration fee was $160 per child.  
Qualifications

Interested parties must: 

· Have experience in organizing similar events (summer camps, weekend retreats, etc.). 

· Have experience in programming youth-centered activities. 
· Have access to French language resources, notably human resources such as monitors and presenters
· Have the administrative wherewithal to run an efficient registration process in collaboration with the CPF Branch office. 

Other information 

Interested parties may – are in fact encouraged – to partner with other organizations in their community or area to meet the requirements and qualifications of this RFEOI. They will, however, be considered the lead respondent for this RFEOI. 
Although in the past Rencontre française has been a province-wide event, CPF BC & Yukon is willing to consider a smaller-scale event with a regional focus, targeting a smaller number of children and using fewer resources, but keeping the format (and length) of the event the same. Therefore, more than one proposal may be entertained within the the limits of our total event budget.  
CPF BC & Yukon is prepared to invest monies (the exact sum to be determined at a later stage of this process) to meet certain event costs (excluding transportation). RFEOI respondants are welcome to propose a registration fee structure commesurate with the quality of their programming and facilities, bearing in mind that this event must be accessible to as large a number of children as possible.  Any profits after a mutually satisfying accounting process will be shared between CPF and the respondant in the following manner:  50/50 up to $4,000 and 0/100 to the benefit of the respondant above that amount.
