Attrition is always a concern in programs of choice.  When students leave the program, it becomes weakened.  There are only a few entry points into French immersion (K/Grade 1 for early immersion or Grade 6 for late immersion) but many, many potential exit points.  Common attrition points are when students change schools (ie. elementary to middle school or middle school to secondary).  There are other times as well when parents or teachers decide a child is not well suited to the immersion program.  

By going through a “cooling off” period and/or interviewing parents and students to see if leaving the program is going to address the concerns, Canadian Parents for French-BC & Yukon has prepared an exit survey.
