In  late  June,  eleven  Vancouver  elementary  schools  
received pre-notification that they were being considered 
for  closure.  The  two  Westside  schools  named,  Hudson  
Elementary and Kerrisdale Annex, are both associated with  
FI programs. Hudson is a dual-track school, and Kerrisdale  
Annex is  associated with  Kerrisdale  Elementary,  a  dual-
track  school.  Over  the  summer,  CPF  BC/Yukon  branch  
staff provided invaluable advice and assistance to Hudson  
parents.  This  situation  highlights  the  fact  that  as  a  
program  of  choice,  French  Immersion  needs  our  
continuing support!
